Keep your pets in a 
separate, quiet, low-activity 
room when entertaining.

Make sure your property 
is free of debris before 
you let your pet back 
outdoors. 

Ensure your pet’s microchip 
information is up-to-date 
and they have a readable 
ID tag. 

Keep an eye on your 
guests! Visitors may forget 
and leave a door or window 
open.
